Discuss: 

HEAD: WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY? 
1. What stood out to you about this week’s sermon?
 
1. Read Galatians 2:1-5 and Acts 15:6-11 aloud as a group. What is at stake when anything is added to faith in Christ for salvation?
 
1. Read John 17:20-21 aloud as a group. How does clarity around the Gospel help bring unity to the church?
 
HEART: HOW DOES THIS CHANGE MY ATTITUDES AND AFFECTIONS?
1. Why are we so quick to abandon the "grace alone" Gospel? What does that reveal about our trust in Jesus?
 
1. What modern "cultural hurdles" do we instinctively think people should have to clear before belonging to the family of God?
 
1. When someone brings Scripture or Godly counsel that challenges you, how do you typically respond?
 
HANDS: WHAT IS THIS PASSAGE ASKING US TO DO?
1. Is there a relationship you need to pursue unity in this week? How can you clearly communicate "grace alone through faith alone in Christ alone" to that person?
 
1. In what part of life do you need to live in more Gospel freedom this week? Pray Galatians 5:1 and ask God for a deeper Gospel freedom in that area.
 



Serve and Share (S2) Reflection and Action
