For the week of: February 8, 2026
Sermon Title: Why Then the Law? 
 
Big Idea: The Law was given to expose our sin and point us to Jesus. 
 
Prepare: Listen to the sermon (if you haven’t already), read Galatians 3, and spend a few minutes praying for your group.
 
Connect:

HEAD: WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY? 
1. What stood out to you about this week’s sermon?
 
1. Read Galatians 3:19 and Romans 5:20-21 aloud as a group. How can awareness of sin and grace increase together?

0. How does the law and grace interact in God's plan today? 
 
1. Read Genesis 12:1-3 and Genesis 15:5-6 aloud as a group. How does God's promise to Abraham and Abraham's response relate to Jesus?
 
HEART: HOW DOES THIS CHANGE MY ATTITUDES AND AFFECTIONS?
1. How do you first respond when your sin is exposed: defensiveness, shame, hiding, repentance, etc.?
 
1. In what part of life do you still feel like you're carrying a backpack of bricks?
 
HANDS: WHAT IS THIS PASSAGE ASKING US TO DO?
1. What would it look like this week if you allowed exposure of sin to lead you towards Jesus rather than shame or guilt? 
 
1. Who is one person you can intentionally serve this week from a place of Gospel freedom? How will you do that?
